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1. Introduction

The URL of the IPC Internet publication of IPC8 is made of a fixed part (http://www.wipo.int/classifications/ipc/ipc8/) and can optionally be extended with a number of parameters that can be used, for example, to link each symbol of national versions of the IPC with the WIPO Internet publication (e.g. http://www.wipo.int/classifications/ipc/ipc8trans/es/ipcpub/ which is the Internet publication hosted by WIPO of the IPC8 translated into Spanish by the Spanish Patent Office (OEPM).

These parameters are added to the fixed part of the URL by a ? symbol. The parameters are set through a list of statements in the form of parameter_name=value and separated by &. 

Terminology used in this document is explained in the guide of the IPC .

Note that the parameter_names are case sensitive.
