The Enterprise Trials were conducted on the different campuses in the Monterrey Tec System, as part of the program’s activities.  More than 8,678 students participated in 1,380 projects.

 AUTONUM  
On the Monterrey Campus, the System Enterprises Incubator Network was set up, together with an advice center which will provide service within the network.

 AUTONUM  
The Agreements with Bancomext and the Economic Secretariat were ratified and broadened to facilitate the establishment of Bancomext subcenters in the System, and for the granting of scholarships to allow students to gain practical experience overseas.

Leadership Program

Four thousand two hundred and twenty-nine students participated in 815 projects as part of the Leadership Program.

 AUTONUM  
The Irapuato Campus was the venue for the National Leadership Congress in March;  the official training course for student instructors under the Enterprise Leader Model Support Programs in the summer;  and the International Convention of Student Leaders in September.

Export Program

Eight hundred and eighteen students participated in 281 export projects as part of this Program.  More than 150 events were organized on this subject on all Monterrey Tec System campuses.
