“Claims 7 to 13 cancelled; new claims 15, 16 and 17 added; all other claims unchanged.”

4. [Where various kinds of amendments are made]:
“Claims 1-10 unchanged; claims 11to 13, 18 and 19 cancelled; claims 14, 15and 16 replaced by amended
claim 14; claim 17 subdivided into amended claims 15, 16 and 17; new claims 20 and 21 added.”
