REQUEST FOR THE REVISION OF WIPO STANDARD ST.9

Overview

1.
The European Patent Convention has been comprehensively revised at a Diplomatic Conference of the EPC contracting states held in Munich from November 20 to 29, 2000.  The revised text of the Convention will enter into force on December 13, 2007.

2.
The European Patent Office (EPO) is now preparing the implementation of the 
EPC 2000. 

3.
The intended practice of the EPO under the EPC 2000 will have an impact on the use 
of INID code “(30)” and “(34)”.  Moreover, the introduction of a new INID code “(27)” (not 
yet existing under WIPO Standard ST.9) is proposed, with associated additions to the WIPO 
Standard ST.36.

Brief on the addition of INID code (27) and associated XML tags
Intended practice of the European Patent Office (EPO) under the revised European Patent Convention (EPC 2000) as regards INID codes “(27)”, “(30)” and “(34)”

The European Patent Convention has been comprehensively revised at a Diplomatic Conference of the EPC contracting states held in Munich from November 20 to 29, 2000.  The revised text of the Convention will enter into force on December 13, 2007.

5.
The EPO is now preparing the implementation of the EPC 2000.  The intended practice of the EPO under the EPC 2000 will have an impact on the use of INID code “(30)”.  Moreover, the introduction of a new INID code “(27)” (not yet existing under WIPO Standard ST.9) is suggested.

INID code (30)
6.
Under Article 87(1) EPC 2000,  the EPO will recognize priority rights for first filings made in or for a member of the World Trade Organization (WTO) that is not party to the Paris Convention.  As from the entry into force of EPC 2000, the EPO will indicate such 
“WTO-priorities” also under INID code (30). 

INID code (34)
7.
In view of the above it could be considered to adapt the current wording of the description for INID code (34) contained in WIPO Standard ST.9.  The new description for INID (34) would then read:  
“For priority filings under regional or international arrangements, the WIPO Standard ST.3 code identifying at least one country party to the Paris Convention or member of the World Trade Organization for which the regional or international application was made.”
INID code (27)
8.
According to Article 80 in conjunction with Rule 40(1) and (2) EPC 2000, the EPO will accept for the purposes of the filing date a reference to a previously filed application instead of a description.  Such “reference filing” is provided in Article 5(7) and Rule 2(5)(a) of the Patent Law Treaty (PLT).

9.
The EPO intends to indicate in its publications the filing date and number of the previously filed application and the office with which it was filed.

10.
The above data of the previously filed application could be sorted in category (20) of the INID codes foreseen for: 

“Data concerning the application for a patent or SPC.”
11.
However, in view of the fact that the existing codes (21)-(26) do not address the “reference-filing” foreseen in Article 5(7) PLT, we propose to introduce a new code “(27)” (not yet existing under WIPO Standard ST.9) for previously filed applications referred to in accordance with Article 5(7) PLT.

The specific description for INID (27) is expected to be as follows:

"Reference to a previously filed application."
Impact to ST.36 Standard

The implementation of the new INID code (27) will require changes to WIPO Standard ST.36 as follows:
