Summary of the meeting
 AUTONUM  
The meeting began with the adoption of the proposed agenda, with planning on the various presentations which were to be given over the course of the meeting. The adopted agenda and the presentations are attached.

Presentations

 AUTONUM  
The JPO gave a presentation on their plans for the future and how this included the ST.x6 standards, and how they hoped there would be a large overlap between the three standards (i.e., ST.36, ST.66 and ST.86), leading to a large number of common “IP-XML” tags.  The presentation is attached.
 AUTONUM  
JPO emphasized the necessity of the ST.86 because of storing foreign design gazettes into their retrieval systems and suggested ST.36 and ST.86 compatibility because of conversion between a patent application and a design application.
 AUTONUM  
WIPO gave a presentation of the current use of SGML/XML in the processing of Industrial designs at WIPO, a system that has been largely unchanged since 1999.

 AUTONUM  
OHIM gave three presentations through the meeting.  
 AUTONUM  
It presented a proposal for a “Distributed XML Schema Dictionary Architecture”.  It is hoped that a prototype will be able to be demonstrated at the next informal meeting of the Task Force in October 2007.  
 AUTONUM  
It also presented “DS-XML Production Workflow”.  Another presentation of RCD e-filing was given by OHIM, describing the current system and its planned replacement. The presentation will be given by the OHIM.

 AUTONUM  
It presented the architectural model and the prototype of the connected and distributed IPR dictionaries which is structured in different dimensions: Object Oriented Hierarchical Model with contextualization, translation and versioning relationships. The system architecture (navigation, hyperlink and security between dictionaries) is based on REST (Representational State Transfer).  The presentations are attached.
 AUTONUM  
OHIM informed that it started its implementation using only Open Source Software: Linux, Ruby on Rails, LightTPD and MySQL and proposed to the ST.66 Task Force Offices to participate to the pilot implementation by hosting a deployed dictionary specific to their Office and context. 
ST.86 Task Force

 AUTONUM  
As input to these discussions are the comments received in response to Circular SCIT 2640 from AT, AU, CA, DE, EM (OHIM), JP, RU, US and WO (WIPO). These inputs were reviewed and considered during discussion.
 AUTONUM  
The preparation of the ST.86 XML Dictionary was the main focus of the meeting and started with the initial proposal by the Task Force Leader, which was based on the ST.66 and the comments from Offices.  A discussion was started with the elements in the design application in Transaction group. Once the discussions reached the elements of the design application, deliberations took place on what this actually covered, and how it fitted in with registrations/applications which covered several designs.
 AUTONUM  
It was discussed how to represent multiple designs in one application/registration and was decided to continue on the discussion of a single design first. To elaborate the elements in this, the comments of the WO, EM, JP, DE, AU and CA offices were taken into account.

 AUTONUM  
Transaction was reviewed. A short version of TransactionCode was produced; however, it is apparent that offices have many different values for this. An expanded description of this process should be added to the standard, explaining how this should be used in creating implementations, and how this affects the TransactionData element. It was agreed to request members to provide the list of codes and descriptions used by various offices. 

 AUTONUM  
The following elements would be taken unchanged from the ST.66:

 AUTONUM  
Record group was reviewed.
 AUTONUM  
A review of the Opposition group was started based on the ST.66.  Main changes in the group are below:
· EarlierMark replaced by EarlierDesign 

· EarlierMarkDetails replaced by EarlierDesignDetails
· enumerated list OppositionBasisCode given design-specific values 

· enumerated list OppositionCurrentStatusCode given design-specific values 

 AUTONUM  
Signatory group was reviewed, and a proposed list of SignatoryCapacityCode values was created.

 AUTONUM  
Publication was added to the Design and RecordDesign elements.
 AUTONUM  
A Searching group was considered to be currently outside the scope of this version of the standard. It may be possible in the future to add it to this standard (and ST.66 as well) or to have a new standard defining search transaction with content in the ST.86 (or ST.x6).
 AUTONUM  
CitationReference was added to the Design group for practice of Offices that have substantive examination procedure.
 AUTONUM  
The first draft of the XML Dictionary of the ST.86 was prepared through the informal meeting as attached.  The OHIM will refine the draft to make it available in MS-Word format similar to the ST.66 XML Dictionary.  In order to refine the draft, the members of the ST.86 Task Force are invited to comment on the following points:
· Naming of the Creator/Inventor/Designer/Author
· Naming of Representative/Agent
· Length of the DefermentPeriod – month is sufficient (or listed in year, month, week or day)
· Refining of the design rule Paragraph 47 of ST.66 and ST.86 as the element OpenToLicencingIndicator tag was thought to be misleading if the “To” was removed from the name

· Question member states as to how many use a single design per registration system (e.g. JP) and how many use a multiple designs per registration system (e.g. WO, EM, SE, BX, AT, CZ, DE, DK, ES, FI, GR, IE, LT, LV, PT, SI, SK, BG and CH), plus suggestions on how to better model  these differences
· Need of Claim in design application
· Statement of Monopoly (AU)

· Related art document (AU)

· More values for enumerated list OppositionBasisCode, 

· More values for enumerated list OppositionCurrentStatusCode  

· Values for enumerated lists in PublicationSection, PublicationSubsection
· Values for enumerated list SignatoryCapacityCode (should cover ST.66 as well)
· Generic list of RoleCode, of which SignatoryCapacityCode is a subset?
· Generic list of TransactionCode
 AUTONUM  
With regard to the main part of ST.86, an initial review of the draft ST.86 Version 0.1 text prepared by Task Force was done, including the some changes.  A copy of the revised text, ST.86 Version 0.1, is attached.

 AUTONUM  
The OHIM proposed to add a guideline of implementation of XML schema to the ST.86 main part.  The proposal will be given by the OHIM in August 2007 and posted to ST.86 e-forum.  The new proposal may be discussed in the next informal meeting which will be held in Geneva, October 2007.
 AUTONUM  
With regard to the compatibility between ST.36 and ST.86, the ST.66 Appendix E may apply to the ST.86 mutatis mutandis.

 AUTONUM  
It was proposed to add ‘BW’ for Black and White, ‘IPR’ for Intellectual Property Right and   to the ST.86 Appendix D, namely, LIST OF ACRONYMS AND ABBREVIATIONS 
ST.66 Task Force

 AUTONUM  
Participants reviewed ST.66 version 1.0 and its Appendices.  It was agreed to post the proposal of ST.66 version 1.1, Appendix A and Appendix E to the ST.66 e-forum to discuss and get an approval of the ST.66 Task Force.  The revision of the Appendix A is to update External Schema, i.e. ISO3166Code and WIPOST3Code. ISOCountryCodeType-V1997.xsd is replaced by ISOCountryCodeType-V2006.xsd to reflect the latest ISO3166 and WIPOST3CodeType-V2006.xsd is proposed to reflect the revised WIPO Standard ST.3 (see Paragraph 34 of http://www.wipo.int/edocs/mdocs/scit/en/scit_sdwg_8/scit_sdwg_8_14.doc).  The revision of Appendix E is proposed to replace the schema code of ‘st36for66.xsd’ in the Appendix by its URI on WIPO’s Web-site.  The proposals are attached.
 AUTONUM  
WIPO informed the meeting that the filename of WIPOST3CodeType replaced ST3CountrycodeType.

 AUTONUM  
With regard to maintenance procedure of the ST.66, it was agreed that any proposal or change of members should be posted to the ST.66 e-forum either through the IB or by the member of the ST.66 Task Force.
 AUTONUM  
With regard to the version handling of the ST.66 XML schema, it was proposed that: 
· WIPO provide two types of the latest version of the XML schema on WIPO’s web site: a versioned schema which has an appropriated version number (e.g., WIPOST3Code-V2005-05-21.xsd, st36for66-V1-0.xsd) and a non-versioned schema without version number (e.g., WIPOST3Code.xsd, st36for66.xsd), which is a copy of (or refers to) the latest version of the XML schema;  
· Offices refer to the latest version by indicating either the versioned schema with the latest version number or the non-version schema which is a copy of the latest version to avoid changing Office’s implemented codes whenever the standard schema is updated.

 AUTONUM  
OHIM introduced its new elements and types, e.g., MarkSoundType, AppealType, etc.  It will propose the new elements and types to ST.66 e-forum in August 2007.

1. Task Force Leader provides the meeting minutes and all attachments to the member Offices of the ST.86 by June 30, 2007.

2. Offices are invited to comment on the initial proposal of ST.86 main part and the XML Dictionary, in particular, on the points in paragraph 21 by July 31, 2007.
