Review of intellectual property crimes in North Prefecture
The Economic Crime Division of the Crime Bureau of North Prefecture of the Police and Border Guard Board is a structural unit of the Prefecture, the main tasks of which are prevention, combat and proceeding of all economic criminal offences, inter alia criminal offences against intellectual property, within the service area of North Prefecture (which includes also the capital of the state – Tallinn), exercising for that purpose surveillance activities and criminal proceeding. The Head of the Division is planning, organizing and checking the work of the division and is responsible for efficiency of the actions of the division. The staff of the Economic Crime Division includes 35 officials, 2 of whom – 1 investigating officer and 1 surveillance officer - are specialized in proceeding of criminal matters related to infringements of intellectual property. In addition to criminal proceedings, the Law Enforcement Bureau of the North Prefecture is carrying out through its Regional Police Officers also misdemeanour procedures related to infringements of intellectual property. 
As of today, the division has in its proceeding 50 criminal matters related to infringements of intellectual property, 21 of which have been initiated before the year 2009. In the year 2010 North Prefecture has initiated 26 criminal matters against intellectual property (the total number initiated by the police is 36), in the year 2009 the Prefecture initiated 21 criminal matters (total number in the state was 26). The biggest proportion of registered intellectual property crimes throughout the years present the manufacture of pirated copy (section 222 of the Penal Code), unlawful direction of works or objects of related rights towards public (section 223) and trade in pirated copies (section 224). By the 9 months of the year 2010 the criminal proceedings have been completed in 14 criminal matters and they have been forwarded to the prosecution office. 
In respect of infringements of sole right of owner of trademark, utility model and industrial design there has been a smoothly running cooperation in establishment of counterfeits of industrial designs of Nokia mobile phone bodies, as carrying out of expertises has been arranged with the help of patent bureau. There have been much more difficulties with infringements concerning trademarks of garments, footwear, perfumes etc., as the sold amounts have been very small and the owners of trademarks would rather be interested in organising expertises in cases if the volumes of the goods with counterfeit trademarks were in hundreds. In the year 2010 we have consolidated our cooperation with the representative of SNB-REACT in Lithuania Mr. Kazimieras Ksarzickas, who is representing the owners of many trademarks in the Baltic States. 
In addition, in proceeding of intellectual property crimes the North Prefecture has close cooperation with Estonian Author’s Society, Estonian Association of the Phonogram Producers, Estonian Performers Association, Estonian Organisation for Copyright Protection, Estonian Patent Office, Media and Copyright Department of the Ministry of Culture and with several patent bureaus. Whereas the pre-trial investigation is conducted by prosecutor’s office, then we naturally have a very close cooperation with prosecutors. 
Within the last three years we have confiscated about 3700 books, about 6500 pirate discs, 800 clothing items, 5 power saws, 1 battery-powered drill, about 15 computers, which indicates, that the turnover of pirate and counterfeit products is not large. 
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
