1.Mr. Mihailo Tijanic , police adviser,  MSc in Law and Economy 

Head of Department of intellectual property rights, in charge of cooperation with other governmental institutions, private associations dealing with intellectual property protection, as well as the authors addressing the Ministry of Internal Affairs in cases of infringement of intellectual property rights. 
2.My specific assignments include
· Managing all activities of  Department of intellectual property rights
· Insight into all requests related to the intellectual property rights
· Direct communication with the Office of the State Prosecutor 

· Organization of work of employees within my department and providing necessary instructions in their daily activities.
· Constant communication with Intellectual Property Office, certified agencies for the protection of intelectual property , as well as specialized attorneys‘ offices.
· Direct communication with other governmental institutions dealing with intelectual property, primarily with Customs Administration, Tax Administration and Trade Inspectorate
· Preparation of periodical reports about the types, number of received and processed cases of intelectual property rights infringement. 
3.The Department employs ten professionals, all with significant work experience, in-depth knowledge of legislation related to intelectual property and in charge of acting in accordance with requests from the authors, as well as performing all pre-crime activities, by order of prosecutor in charge.
4.The Ministry of Internal Affairs is in charge of underatking all pre-crime activities, being it in performance of its official duty or by a prosecutor’s order. In case there are elements of a criminal offense in the domain the intellectual property infringement, The Ministry of Internal Affairs submits criminal charges against executors.
5.Cooperation with other governmental institutions for the purpose of protecting intelectual property has always been a quality and constant one, especially with the Ministry of Commerce, Trade inspectorate, Ministry of  Justice, Ministry of Finance, Customs Administration and Tax Administration. In terms of available data, we have a continuous intercommunication, whereas police officials have free access to the Customs Administration database, when delaing with additional control in cases there is a reasonable doubt a company has imported adulterated goods or submitted fictive, false documentation on the origin of such goods.
6. Apart from the abovementioned ministries, Intellectual property office, private agencies for the protection the intelectual property rights as well as Organizations for the collective protection of the intelectual property also perform significant activities in this domain.
7.Legislation in Serbia has been completely harmonized with European legislation in the domain of intelectual property rights, and offer the following models of protection to the bearers of intellectual property rights: 
1. Delictual-legal protection
2. Civil legal protection or property protection
3. Administrative legal protection, in cases of intelectual property rights infringement having the character of a criminal offense
4. Protection through economic offenses committed by legal entities.
8.In compliance with the models of protection there are corresponding courts of jurisdiction, in order to make the protection as efficient as possible. The commercial courts are in charge of protection in cases of economic offenses , whereas the Higher Court in Belrade is exclusively in charge of delictual-legal protection, so that each case file, regardless of the territory, fall exclusively under the jurisdiction of this court. New amendments to the Criminal law have introduced more serious penalties for criminal offenses in this domain, so the most serious intellectual property infringements may carry up to five years in prison.

10.For the purpose of more efficient management of offense proccedings dealing with intelectual property infringement, the Law on Special Autorizations has been passed in order to make the protection of intelectual property even more efficient and enable significant speedup of court decission-making, thus acquiring additional spped and efficiency in offense proceedings.
11.Statistics
The most common directions of transporting adulterated goods are from Bulgaria, Turkey and Kosovo towards the western boarders of Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and Croatia, as well as towards the North, that is Hungary. The employees of the Ministry of Internal Affairs perform constant and intensive control in the territory of the administrative boarder with Kosovo and Metohija, because of the porosity of the boarder and real risks dealing with the transport of the adulterated goods from the territory of Kosovo and Metohija. The goods that have been the subject of adulteration in most cases originate from Turkey and China.  
In October 2010, the Ministry of Internal Affairs cut the smuggling chain of textile and footwear, all top global brands. Two trucks with Turkish license plates transported the aforementioned goods, covered by other goods. On that occasion, two foreign citizens were arrested. The goods did not have adequate documentation - the drivers of the trucks did not have authorization for distribution of the branded clothes. The total value of the goods protected by the Law on Copyright and Related Rights was €600.000. The goods confiscated in this case were intended for distribution in the West Europe market. The objects of smuggling are mainly textile goods and footwear, mainly famous global brands: ''Boss'', ''Armani'', ''Paul and Shark'', ''Burberry'', ''Nike'', ''Adidas'', ''Reebok'', ''Tom Tailor'', ''Pierre Cardin'', ''Tommy Hilfiger'', ''Next'', ''D&G'', ''Pepe Jeans'',''Versace''...

The results of the Ministry of Internal Affairs in the domain of preventing criminal offenses in the field of the intellectual property rights are given in the tables. There is a increased number of confiscated items from the group of publications (books, brochures…), as well as a relative decrease in number of reported individuals and criminal offenses in this area, a result that can be attributed to intensive work in the previous period, as well as the participation of other governmental institutions in the prevention of this type of criminal activities, following the passing of the Law on Special Authorizations.
