Multiple inventions in the chemical and biotechnology department

In the chemical department “Markush formula” with specific function is one invention, When all the substitution of the formula are written in the main claim.  When a substitute is not written in the main claim then it is a  separate invention. 

2.
In the biotechnology department one invention includes the following :

a.
DNA sequence encoding a protein. (as in section a). 

b.
Vector or carrier molecule comprising the DNA sequence. (as in section a). 

c.
Host cell prokaryotic and Eukaryotic comprising the DNA sequence

(as in section a). 

d.
The protein (as in section a).

e.
Method of preparing the protein. (as in section d).  

f.
Trangenic animal comprising the DNA sequence (as in section a),  when the genom of the animal didn’t change except for the insertion of the DNA. (we do not get method of treating human body).

3.
Antibody is a separate invention. Because antibody is a separate protein with different sequence and function.

4.
Antisense  and hybrid sequences comprise separate invention.

5.
We do not get independent claim in the the chemical and biotechnology department, unless the claim repeats the main claim exactly and then details are added.

6.
Their are no limitation to the numbers of claims in the application.
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
