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1. Introduction

The purpose of this manual is to show how to use the IPCA6TRANSDef for Definitions translation assistance of the reformed version of the International Patents Classification (IPC) into national languages. 
This tool is intended for translators and auditors in charge of the translation of the English or French version of the IPC into any national language. This manual also describes tasks that have to be performed for IPCA6TRANSDef management.
1.1. Reach
IPCA6TRANSDef facilitates the translation of the IPC Definitions from English or French into other languages.

1.1. Prerequisite
In the following, correct functioning assumes that IPCA6TRANSDef server side is correctly installed.

1.2. Type of users of IPCA6TRANSDef
Depending on the tasks to perform in IPCA6TRANSDef, the technical knowledge of the user may vary. In this manual, four different user profiles (types) are considered.   However, one type of user may fulfill tasks of other types of user.
· Translator ( Typically a Patents examiner with language expertise in specific subject matter (e.g. a specific subclass of the IPC) and is in charge of performing the translations in this domain.

· Translation coordinator: ( Coordinator of the translation group (translator and translation revisers) whose main duty is to manage the translation works. The tasks of the Translation coordinator are:
· To divide the IPCA6TtransDef Action File in as many pieces as the number translators working.

· File recover of the translation registers, once the work is finished.

· Reassignment of tasks if necessary.

· IPCA6TRANSDef data manager ( This user is in charge of the tasks related with data import and export from/to IPCA6TRANSDef. Preferably an IT minded staff with file management and user-level knowledge of XML databases and of IT support tools for the IPC.

· IT Service ( IT specialists in charge of the maintenance and installation of IT systems. 
1.3. Browser support.
IPCA6TRANSDef was initially developed and tested under Internet explorer 6 and Firefox 3. 
2. IPCA6TRANSDEF Manager: Importing Definitions Master file
Open Internet Explorer 6 or Firefox and go to http://localhost/ipca6transdef/manager.html where localhost is the name of the Server where IPCA6TransDef has been installed.
2.1. Importing a Definitions Master file into IPCA6TRANSDef:

· Click in the link “Import (Split file)”.

· Select the path where the National Language Definitions Master file is located.

· Click in Submit

· Once the Definitions Master file has been loaded, it will appear in the list of the loaded files.

3. IPCA6TRANSDEF Editor
Open Internet Explorer 6 or Firefox and go to http://localhost/ipca6transdef/index.html where localhost is the name of the Server where IPCA6TransDef has been installed.

3.1. Translating a Definitions Master file: 

· Click in Open and select the version of the Definitions Master file that you want to edit.

· Once a version has been selected, all the entries that need to be translated will appear in the interface.

· Click once in one of the symbols of the left side menu to see its content:

· To edit a subclass, double click in one of the symbols of the left side menu or click in one symbol and then click in Edit in the top panel.

The text to be translated will appear in different boxes.

Once the translation has been finished, click in one of the following options:

· Click in “Translate” to indicate that the text has not been finished to translate. This entry will remain in the list of entries to translate.

· Click in “To revise” to indicate that the entry has been translated but it needs to be revised by another person, so the translation has not been finished.

· Click in “To check” to indicate that the text of the translated symbol is different in the Basic level and in the advanced level, so it has to be checked the meaning of the CIP entrance. 

· Click in “No Action” to indicate that the translation/revise tasks for the entries is finished. That entry will appear in black the actions list.

· Once clicked any of the previous options, click in “Save” to exit the editor.
3.2. Left side menu

Color meanings:

· Symbols in red: To be translated (T).

· Symbols in green: Symbols to be checked (I) or to be revised (R)

· Symbols in black: The translation has been finished for that symbol. (E)

Downloading xml files at subclass level

Once clicked in “To check” or “To revise”, a “X” will appear by the symbol in the left side menu.  By clicking in the X, the file will be able to be downloaded at subclass level.

This X will disappear if the entry is edited and “To Translate” is chosen.

4. IPCA6TRANSDEF Manager: Exporting translated Definitions Master file
Once the translation work has finished, go to http://localhost/ipca6transdef/manager.html where localhost is the name of the Server where IPCA6TransDef has been installed.

Select the Master file that you wish to generate.

Click in “Export (unsplit files)”. The unsplit operation will proceed. Once finished, it will show the following message of Figure 8. The folder where the master file will be placed will be named as the national language.
