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2. Introduction

The purpose of this paper is to document practical aspects of the reclassification information exchange for the IPC.

3. IPC reclassification WEB site

The official site for centralization of reclassification information is: 

http://www.wipo.int/ipcreclassification/ 

This site contains one YYYYMM folder per IPC edition where YYYYMM indicates the version of the IPC advanced level.

It also includes the table indicating which countries use Core or Advanced level as well as which office takes care of the reclassification of these documents.

4. Delivery of working lists for IPC edition YYYYMM

Working lists for reclassification are published under the YYYYMM folder of the IPC reclassification Web site.

For each IPC edition, this folder contains one or more zip files per country with file names like:
IPC_WORKINGLIST_CC_ Pppp_NNNN_DDMMYY_HHMM where


 CC is the ST.3 code of the concerned country,

Pppp is the IPC project which generated reclassification (e.g. C436),

NNNN is the sequence number (in case of large number of documents) and,


 DDMMYY_HHMM represents day and time stamps indicating when the list was generated.

The zip file contains only one XML file.   The XML filename convention is similar to the one of the zip file (only differs by the filename extension).
Working list XML file specifications are available under the “Documentation specification, DTD” folder of http://www.wipo.int/ipcreclassification.

5. Sending back Reclassification data for IPC edition YYYYMM:

Offices submit their reclassification data through the generic Email box ipc.reclassification@wipo.int

 

As this mail box is managed automatically the following convention should be used when returning reclassification data to WIPO:

5.1.1. Email title:

The fixed format title should be used :

"IPC RECLASSIFICATION DATA YYYYMM" 

where YYYYMM is the concerned IPC edition (e.g. IPC RECLASSIFICATION DATA 200701)

5.1.2. Email body

The content of the email message is not processed automatically and may not be read by WIPO staff.   Do not use this email for matters other than exchange of reclassification data.

5.1.3.  Email attachment:

Reclassification data should be sent as one or many attachments to the email.    The names of attached files must comply with specification indicated under the Documentation folder (i.e. IPC_RESULTS_CC_ Pppp_ NNNN_DDMMYY_HHMM.xml  where 
· CC is the ST.3 code of the concerned country)
· Pppp is the IPC project which generated reclassification (e.g. C436),

· NNNN is the sequence number as from 0001 (in case of large number of documents) and,

· DDMMYY_HHMM represents day and time stamps indicating when the list was generated.

Since the reclassification data are not expected to be accessed from a browser, these data should be sent as zip compressed files.   

Several zip compressed results files can be sent together as attachment.

If several Emails are sent with the same file name as attachment to ipc.reclassification@wipo.int  
, the attachment of the last email will overwrite previous ones.

If several Emails are sent with the different file names as attachment to ipc.reclassification@wipo.int, the attachment of the last email will be added to the previous ones.
5.1.4. Automatic processing of reclassification emails:

Upon receipt of emails complying with the above, the following happens:


(i) The Email attachment is automatically published under http://www.wipo.int/ipcreclassification/YYYYNN


(ii) an automatic reply is sent inviting sender to verify that the attached file is published within 24 hours under http://www.wipo.int/ipcreclassification/YYYYNN


(iii) An email is automatically sent to  mcd@epo.org notifying the EPO that an update with reclassification data is available for country CC.
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
