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1. Introduction

The purpose of this paper is to document statistics produced for the IPC reclassification.   These statistics are expected to help monitoring the percentage of completion of the IPC reclassification for each IPC edition based on what is publicly visible under the IPC reclassification Website.   The reference data for the production of these statistics in a particular IPC edition is the content of the XML Working List and of XML Result files for the same IPC edition.

Reference documentation for Working List and Result files is “ITTOS - IPCR Reclassification information exchange” which also gives location of detailed specifications and DTDs.

2. Description

2.1. Data collection process
The entry point of the program for a given IPC edition is any zip file which name conforms to the specification for XML Working List files.

Each of these files relates to a given office and is processed this way:

a. The program tries to find the corresponding Result zip file which also complies with the specification. If there is no such file or if the XML file itself does not follow the naming convention then this will result in a total of 0 “Document reclassified” for the given office.

b. The program then parses the XML Result file and collects each reclassified document unique indentifier (ID). A document indentifier is built from the concatenation of its country code, document number, and kind code.
c.  Each XML file found in the Working List zip file is parsed and processed as follows:
For each ep-patent-family element found:
i. The family indentifier is built from the country code, the document number, the kind code and the date found in the priority-application element(s)

ii. The total of “Document to be reclassified” is increased by 1.
iii. The total of “Document reclassified” is incremented if one of the documents ID, built from each ep-ipcr-document element found, matches one of the documents indentifier previously collected in the corresponding Results file.
d. The resulting figures and computed percentage is written in the report file.
2.2. Report file structure
The report is a table which contains one row per office and 6 columns defined as follows:

1. Min PCT: value of 0 or 1 (if office code in PCT minimum Documentation)
2. Office: country code (2 uppercased letters)
3. Number of documents to be reclassified: integer
4. Number of documents reclassified: integer
5. Percentage: integer
6. Result problem type: 

- ‘missing’: Missing Result Zip file or
- ‘compliance’: Result file (filename or structure) does not comply with specification
- ‘-’ if no problem occurred.
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
