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1. Introduction

This document is part of the NICE master files specification. It describes the detailed structure and content of the NICE Classification class headings and explanatory notes XML file. The class headings and explanatory notes file is primarily used as an exchange format aiming at easy data transfer between heterogeneous IT systems. It provides the class headings and explanatory notes of each class in the NICE classification
2. Brief Description

2.1. Content Overview

The NICE class headings files describe the class headings and explanatory notes associated with a given edition-version of the NICE classification in a specified language. 
2.2. File Name

The NICE class headings and explanatory notes file for a specific edition and version, in a specified language is named YYYYMMDD-LL-class_headings_and_explanatory_notes-YYYYMMDD.xml where LL is the language code, the first YYYYMMDD refers to the date the specified edition-version goes into force, and the second is the date the file was generated, as described in the master files specification file.
3. File Structure

The root element of the class headings and explanatory notes file is named <ClassHeadingsExplanatoryNotes>. It has the required "dateInForce", "dateOfGeneration", and "language" attributes described in the master files specification. 
The root element has a subelement for each class in the NICE classification, all named <Class>. Each <Class> element has a "classNumber" attribute, an integer number identifying the class being described. Each class has two subelements: <ClassHeading>, and <ExplanatoryNote>.
3.1. Class Heading
The <ClassHeading> element contains a list of <HeadingItem> tags, where each <HeadingItem> contains the text from a single part of the class heading. In the classification, heading parts are separated by semi-colons. This punctuation should not be included in the XML file.
3.2. Explanatory Note

The <ExplanatoryNote> tag has no attributes and three possible subelements, all of which are optional for any one class. Typically, at least one of these elements is present for each class. The three subelements are the <Introduction>, <IncludesInParticular>, and <ExcludesInParticular>.
3.2.1. Introduction

The <Introduction> tag is a simple unstructured, unformatted paragraph without links explaining the types of goods or service belong in the given class.

3.2.2. Includes In Particular

The <IncludesInParticular> tag is an itemized list of goods or services that are included in this class. Each item is enclosed in a tag named <Include>. This tag is not formatted. End of line punctuation (semi-colon or period) should not be present inside the <Include> tag. Individual <Include> tags can contain the <OrderedList> and <NiceLink> tags described in the master files specification. 
3.2.3. Excludes In Particular
The <ExcludesInParticular> tag is similar to the <IncludesInParticular> tag except that it is an itemized list of <Exclude> tags containing the names of goods or services that do not belong in this class. End of line punctuation should not be included in the exclude tag, nor should the text for the alternate class. Individual <Exclude> tags can contain the <OrderedList> and <NiceLink> tags described in the master files specification.<NiceLink> is specifically used to link to the class that an excluded item really belongs in.
4. Examples
The file en_nice_class_headings_and_explanatory_notes_YYYYMMDD.xml provides an example of class headings and explanatory notes usage. The following fragment shows how a single class may be defined.
