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1. Introduction

This document is part of the NICE master files specification. It describes the detailed structure and content of the NICE illustrations zip file. The illustrations file is composed of an index XML file and associated illustrations in various formats.   This zip file is primarily used as an exchange format aiming at easy data transfer between heterogeneous IT systems. It contains a collection of illustrations and an index of the illustrations in the file.
2. Brief Description

2.1. Content Overview

The NICE illustrations zip file contains a collection of illustrations in various formats and an XML file that describes the filenames and MIME types of these illustrations.

The illustrations zip file contains files that describe a given good or service. These are referenced in the information files. The zip file must not contain any folder structure; all illustration files must be in the top level of the zip file.
Illustrations are normally images in png, jpg, or gif format, but other file types (e.g. sound, video) may also be used.
2.2. File Names
The NICE illustrations zip file is named YYYYMMDD-illustrations-YYMMDD.zip where the first YYYYMMDD refers to the date the classification goes into force and the second refers to the date this file was generated.
Inside the zip file, the index XML file for a specific edition-version is named YYYYMMDD-illustrations_index-YYYYMMDD.xml where the two dates must match those used in the zipfile and must also match the attributes defined inside the index XML file.
Individual illustrations can take any valid filename, but must have file extensions that properly reflect their MIME type. Illustrations are normally images, but sound, video, or alternate file types may also be used.
3. XML File Structure

The illustrations index file has a flat structure with a root element named <Illustrations>. It has the required "dateInForce", and "dateOfGeneration", attributes described in the master files specification. 

The root element contains many instances of one tag name, <Illustration>. Each <Illustration> tag has a required attribute, "mimeType" that contains the MIME content type for the specified file. Common image MIME types are "image/png", "image/jpeg", and "image/gif". The text value of the <Illustration> tag is the filename being described in the zipfile.
