Geneva Act of the Lisbon Agreement on Appellations of Origin and Geographical Indications
Accession by Georgia
1. On July 14, 2025, the Government of Georgia deposited with the Director General of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) its instrument of accession to the Geneva Act of the Lisbon Agreement on Appellations of Origin and Geographical Indications (Geneva Act), which was adopted in Geneva on May 20, 2015.
2.
