Madrid Protocol Concerning the International Registration of Marks


Declaration made under Article 8(7)(a) of the Madrid Protocol:  Bailiwick of Jersey

The Director General of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) has received from the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland the declaration referred to in Article 8(7)(a) of the Madrid Protocol, whereby the Bailiwick of Jersey (hereinafter referred to as “Jersey”) wishes to receive an individual fee where it is designated in an international application, in a designation subsequent to an international registration and in respect of the renewal of an international registration in which Jersey has been designated (instead of a share in the revenue produced by the supplementary and complementary fees).
