Association of Copyright for Computer Software (ACCS)

The Association of Copyright for Computer Software (ACCS) is a General Incorporated Association composed of more than 100 Japanese companies and institutions concerning computer software (including video games) manufacturing and/or copyright protection.  ACCS aims to promote the cultural development of a computerized society through the protection of copyrights of digital works and promoting awareness of the concept of copyright.  The "Illegal Copying Prohibition Mark", the symbol of ACCS, is displayed on members' products, their manuals, their promotional ads, and ACCS' pamphlets, posters, and protest advertisements, to convey the commitment to protecting rights to digital content, including the prohibition of illegal copies.

ACCS's main activity, which is combating copyright infringement, shares WIPO's objectives.  In the 21st century, infringement has primarily shifted to the internet.  Furthermore, in recent years, the development of AI, particularly generative AI, has posed new challenges for the copyright system.  Addressing these has become a critical issue for ACCS.  SCCR is discussing “Copyright in the Digital Environment” as an agenda item, and in relation to this, an “Information Session on Copyright and Generative Artificial Intelligence” is being held.  Such information is of paramount importance for ACCS.  ACCS also wishes to contribute to WIPO by conveying information about copyright-related companies in Japan.  Moreover, international standards are of the essence to combat cross-border infringements, which is so usual.  Consequently, ACCS also has a strong interest in the topics currently under consideration at SCCR: ‘Protection of Broadcasting Organizations’ and ‘Limitations and Exceptions’.
