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Abstract
Digitalising cultural heritage and having access to it, as well as promoting digital libraries, has become a priority aim for governments worldwide.
Technological development enables worldwide easy access to cultural and bibliographic heritage. Nevertheless, there are many technical, legal and economic difficulties in order to put this into practice.

Access to orphan and out-of-print works, protected by intellectual property laws, has become a key issue.
IFRRO has been working with author and publisher associations in skateholders platforms in order to present a viable recommendation that would facilitate access through licensing. 
This presentation will set out the criteria in which we base our recommendation to access orphan works.
