At the fourth session of the Working Group on Constitutional Reform (“the Working Group”), the Working Group discussed the draft provisions contained in document WO/GA/WG-CR/4/2 (“Convention Establishing the World Intellectual Property Organization – Draft Texts of Amendments Agreed in Principle”).  The said document sets out draft provisions for the implementation, in the Convention Establishing the World Intellectual Property Organization (“the WIPO Convention”), of the various proposed reforms that have been agreed in principle by the Working Group, as well as options for provisions in respect of outstanding proposals on which agreement in principle has not yet been reached by the Working Group.  The issues on which the Working Group does not yet have an agreed position are:


(i)
the size and the criteria for determining the composition of the Coordination Committee (see document A/36/10, paragraph 10);  and


(ii)
the creation of a unitary Assembly, as the competent Assembly for all 

WIPO-administered treaties (see document A/36/10, paragraph 14).
