1. La delegacion de la Republica Dominicana tiene el honor de tomar la palabra en
representacion del Grupo de paises de América Latina y el Caribe (GRULAC).

3. Nuestro Grupo valora y apoya el encomiable esfuerzo realizado por la Presidenta del CIG,
Sra. Lily Claire Bellamy, durante la pasada sesion del Comité para tratar de avanzar en los
trabajos del mismo, y lamenta que en esa sesion del CIG, los miembros no pudieron llegar
a un consenso sobre la metodologia a seguir. Nuestro Grupo ha participado con buena fe y
ha demostrado su flexibilidad para lograr consensos que permitan avanzar.

4. Estamos convencidos de que hay un consenso emergente en el IGC respecto a un punto
central de la negociacion del instrumento de recursos genéticos: la creacion de un sistema
de divulgacion del origen de los recursos genéticos y conocimientos tradicionales
asociados en solicitudes de patentes. En tal sentido, nuestro grupo expresa una vez mas su
flexibilidad y firme disposicion de trabajar para la pronta finalizacion del trabajo técnico
negociador y a que se convoque prontamente una conferencia diplomatica en relacion a ese

elemento.

5. El GRULAC mantendra su participacion y compromiso de tal manera que el CIG pueda,
con flexibilidad y voluntad politica, avanzar en sus trabajos con objeto de concluir un

THEME 9i IGC

1.The Delegation of the Dominican Republic has the honor to take the floor on behalf of the Group
of Latin American and Caribbean Countries (GRULAC).

2.First of all, we wish to emphasize the importance for the countries of the region of developing a
legal framework that guarantees the effective protection, through intellectual property, of creations
and inventions in the areas of genetic resources, traditional knowledge and traditional cultural

expressions of indigenous and local peoples and communities.

3.0ur Group appreciates and supports the commendable effort made by the Chair of the IGC, Ms.
Lily Claire Bellamy, during the last session of the Committee to try to advance the work of the
Committee, and regrets that at that session of the IGC, the members were unable to reach a
consensus on the methodology to be followed. Our Group has participated in good faith and has
demonstrated its flexibility to reach consensus in order to move forward. Other delegations
preferred not to negotiate on the consolidated text mandated by the General Assemblies, which

prevented progress in the work.

4.In this regard, taking into account the situation created, our group once again expresses its
flexibility and states that we are not opposed to the modification of the IGC mandate to use the
Chair's text as the negotiating text, but we urge all member states to show flexibility and not block
progress. In those areas where the consolidated text contains provisions that are more appropriate,

they can serve as a reference in the negotiations.

5.1t is necessary to work in a collegial manner and in an enabling environment in order to make

progress towards the objective of reaching agreement on an effective legal instrument on GRs. We



are convinced of the urgent need to be able to conclude the negotiations in such a way that we can

convene, as soon as possible, a diplomatic conference.

Madam President:

6.GRULAC will maintain its participation and commitment so that the IGC can, with flexibility
and political will, advance in its work with a view to concluding an agreement on one or more
international legal instruments, without prejudging the nature of the outcome(s), in relation to
intellectual property, that will ensure the effective and balanced protection of genetic resources,

traditional knowledge and traditional cultural expressions.
