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 AUTONUM  
The Trademark Standards Task Force submitted a draft proposal for a new WIPO standard regarding the electronic management of the figurative elements of trademarks within the framework of Task No. 20 (“Prepare, for adoption as a WIPO standard, a recommendation for the electronic management of the figurative elements of trademarks”) to the Standards and Documentation Working Group (SDWG) of the Standing Committee on Information Technologies (SCIT) at its ninth session, held in February 2008.  The Task Force Leader explained that it was intended that the standard would be composed of two parts, the main body and three Appendices:  A (digital image formats), B (color management) and C (on-line publication).  The presented proposal contained only the main body, since the proposals for the Appendices were still under preparation at that moment.  The SDWG was invited to adopt the name of the new standard and approve the main body of the new standard.

 AUTONUM  
The SDWG, at its ninth session, decided to refer the proposal back to the Task Force for further consideration of some technical details.  The SDWG, however, approved the number and title of the proposed standard.  The name of the standard would be “WIPO Standard ST.67 – Recommendations for the electronic management of the figurative elements of trademarks”, once the new standard was adopted.  The Task Force was requested to present a revised proposal for WIPO Standard ST.67 at the next session of the SDWG.  (See paragraphs 60 and 61 of document SCIT/SDWG/9/12.)
 AUTONUM  
At the tenth session of the SDWG, the Task Force Leader presented an oral progress report on the preparation of the revised proposal for WIPO Standard ST.67.  With regard to the scope of the revised proposal, the Task Force Leader stated that, in accordance with previous agreements by the SDWG at its fourth and ninth sessions in January 2004 and February 2008, respectively, the Task Force should first prepare a new standard on the electronic management of the figurative elements of trademarks only.  After the adoption of the new standard for trademarks, the standard would be expanded to encompass recommendations for patents and industrial designs.  (See paragraphs 37 and 38 of document SCIT/SDWG/4/14, 73 of SCIT/SDWG/8/14, 59 of SCIT/SDWG/9/12, and 65 of SCIT/SDWG/10/12.)
 AUTONUM  
To prepare the revised proposal, the Task Force had further discussions on the technical details referred to in paragraph 2, above, including recommendations for electronic image formats and resolutions.  The Korean Intellectual Property Office, as Task Force Leader, submitted the revised proposal for WIPO Standard ST.67, which is reproduced in the Annex to this document, for consideration and approval by the SDWG at its eleventh session.  
 AUTONUM  
The revised proposal for the new WIPO Standard ST.67 is composed of a main body only and does not contain the Appendices A, B and C referred to in paragraph 1 above.  The Task Force decided not to include any Appendix in the Standard.  Instead, the Task Force agreed to include the relevant information about digital image formats in the proposed main body of WIPO Standard ST.67, and to discuss further the issues related to color management and on-line publication.  On the basis of the information included in the draft versions of Appendices B (color management) and C (on-line publication), the Task Force intends to elaborate a proposal that would expand the scope of the recommendations provided in WIPO Standard ST.67 and/or to prepare a document for its publication in the WIPO Handbook on Industrial Property Information and Documentation in due course.
 AUTONUM  
In accordance with the previous agreements by the SDWG (see paragraph 3, above), if WIPO Standard ST.67 is adopted, the SDWG should consider how the Standard should be expanded to include the recommendations for images, photographs and drawings related to patent and industrial design documents.  The International Bureau proposes that a new specific task be created with this purpose and to consider whether a new task force should be set up to handle such task.
 AUTONUM  
The SDWG is invited to:
(a)
consider and approve the revised proposal for WIPO Standard ST.67, which is reproduced in the Annex to this document;


(b)
request the Trademark Standards Task Force to discuss further the issues related to color management and online publication referred to in paragraph 5, above, in order to present the corresponding proposals for consideration by the SDWG at its next session;  and
(c)
consider whether a new task should be established to discuss the expansion of WIPO Standard ST.67 referred to in paragraphs 3 and 6, above, and whether a new task force should be set up to handle such task.
