This Survey was the follow-up to the investigations regarding the implementation of the “Recommended Minimum Contents for Intellectual Property Offices’ Websites” (Part 8.5 of the WIPO Handbook on Industrial Property Information and Documentation) that were carried out by the PDG in 2003.  It was considered by the Standards and Documentation Working Group (SDWG) of the Standing Committee on Information Technologies (SCIT) at its fourth session in January 2004.  The said recommended minimum contents were adopted by the SCIT at its fourth Plenary session in December 1999.  (See document SCIT/SDWG/4/7 and paragraphs 61 to 63 of SCIT/SDWG/4/14.)
