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BOOK REVIEWS

The British Patent System - Report of the Committee to Examine the
Patent System and Patent Law. H. M. Stationery Office, London, 1970,
Cmnd 4407.

The terms of reference of the “ Banks Committee ”

and the principal
recommendations contained in its Report on the British patent system
have already been set out in this review 1.

Part I of the Report deseribes the present patent system, its back-
ground and history, with reference to the systems in other industrial
countries and to recent developments at the international level. Parts II
and III deal respectively with patent procedure and law. In each Part,
the existing procedure or law is set out; the Report then points out the
weaknesses in the procedure or law, discusses the various remedies that
bave been suggested and states the Committee’s recommendations. Part I1I,
dealing with patent law, covers such questions as patentability, novelty,
infringement, concurrent applications and revocation proceedings. Refer-
ence is bad to foreign legislation and to the Council of Europe conven-
tion on patent laws, the text of which is published in an appendix.
Part IV deals with a number of special subjects, including know-how,
computer programs, employee inventions and restrictive practices legis-
lation. The final Part discusses certain points of law and procedure.
There are, in addition, ten appendices.

The clarity of the Report — due to the economy of language, the
headnotes to each of the Parts, the use of diagrams and the lay-out of
the printed text — is not its most remarkable achievement.

For those who would like to have a comprehensive picture of the
British patent system or who are interested in the modernization of
patent laws, the principal merit of the Report is that it has been able
to deal with a vast subject in less than two hundred pages. D.D.

This practical book (format paperback) contains the
text of the law referred to, followed by an extremely lucid commentary,
together with the Directives of the Federal Ministry of Labor on remu-
neration for employee inventions in the private sector (December 18,
1959). Also included are the texts of various instructions relating to the
taxation of such remuneration.
