Appendix 1

Proposed recommendations in regard of INNs

“It is recommended that, in the interest of public health and the safety of patients:

(i) the registration of a domain name that is identical to an INN should be prohibited and excluded;

(ii) the protection of INNs as referred to under point (i) above should apply to all past and future domain name registrations, in that past registrations will be cancelled and future registrations will be blocked, by means of access by registrars and the public to a freely searchable online database of proposed and recommended INNs, such as the MEDNET service provided by WHO;

(iii) in accordance with current practice, and to promote the use of generic names for pharmaceutical products, a manufacturer of a finished pharmaceutical substance for which an INN has been recommended by WHO should be entitled to register and use the domain “[INN] [name manufacturer]”, provided that the domain name is used only in relation to the pharmaceutical product in question, as produced by that manufacturer, and provided that the UDRP is extended to permit interested parties to challenge such a domain name through dispute resolution, in the event the manufacturer no longer manufactures the product in question and/or in the event the use made of the domain name is not strictly related or limited to the pharmaceutical product covered by the INN in question, as produced by that manufacturer (i.e. the use of the domain name is misleading or otherwise in bad faith);

(iv) the UDRP should be extended to permit interested parties to challenge the following existing and future registrations:

· domain names which are derived from an INN or which include established INN stems (regardless of whether such names are used alone or with another word and regardless of whether or not there is a deliberate attempt to mislead); and

· domain names which combine exact INNs with another word, in the event such domain names are misleading or otherwise in bad faith, i.e. are not strictly limited to the provision of information relating the pharmaceutical substance for which the INN has been selected, but are, for example, used for advertising or promotional purposes, or alternatively for matters of a private nature;

(v) the protection of INNs as referred to above should extend to the Cumulative List of INNs in Latin, English, French, Russian, Spanish, Arabic and Chinese;

(vi) the protection of INNs as aforesaid should apply in all open and closed gTLDs and in all ccTLDS; and

(vii) appropriate measures should be enacted to give effect to the abovementioned recommendations, i.e. by registrars and administrators, in consultation with the appropriate national authorities and by a modified UDRP”.
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
