Meeting Report
DISCUSSION ITEMS
Adoption of the agenda

Agenda was adopted as proposed.
Progress report on the development of ST.96

The TF leader reported a progress that has been done so far on ST.96 since the last Task Force meeting which was held in November at the USPTO.  He also briefed discussions resulted in updates to the Main Body, Design Rules and Conventions (DRCs), version D6 of the schemas, and Appendixes V and VI.
Revision of ST.96 Main Body

Participants discussed proposals and comments posted on PFR ST96-2013-001 Rev1 (Modification to ST.96 Main Body).  It was agreed to keep “MUST” in paragraphs 16 and 18 instead of replacing it with “will” which is proposed in the PFR.

Participants also agreed on the following others:

· remove the references to ISO standards schema

· correct some broken hyperlinks and other clerical mistakes

· no change as to the responsibility of image conversion
Revision of ST.96 Annex I:  Design Rules and Conventions

Participants discussed comments posted on PFR ST96-2013-002 (Modification to ST.96 Annex I)_Round2.

Participants agreed to remove the words “a top level” from the definition of Document component.  The definition will read “Document Component:  A document component comprises basic, aggregate, and/or other document level components including ….”.

Participants also agreed:

· not to define the proposed new BibliographicDataBag(Type) and keep BibliographicData(Type) in Document folder.

· on rule numbering scheme as proposed by the IB, which is posted in the TF Wiki.

· with regard to the movement of "P" element, to add the following text “Taking into account the future evolution of ST.96, there may be exceptions where some components such as “P” element can be defined as a Common component.“, which was presented by the USPTO in responding the JPO’s comment.

· on proposal posted on wiki regarding “Number” representation term.

Preparation of a final draft of ST.96 Annex V

The TF Leader explained the progress made since last TF meeting in Nov 2014 and briefed that those comments posted in the Wiki are to correct out-of-date information in Annex V, which were caused by updating schemas.  Those should be reflected in the next draft.

The USPTO reported the status of development of Schematron.  Around 50% rules in DRCs are reflected in the current draft of Schematron.  Participants noted that Schematron will facilitate the validation of IPO's implementation schema against ST.96 Rules.
Preparation of final draft of ST.96 Annex VI

Participants noted that Rospatent and SIPO reported test results of Annex VI based on D6 Schema.

The TF Leader highlighted that active participation in the testing are very important to develop comprehensive tools and mapping tables.  It will facilitate data exchange among IPOs which use ST.96 and ST.ST.36/66.86.  TF Leader encouraged TF members to participate in testing the tools in order to develop comprehensive tools.  It would be beneficial for all IPOs and data providers using WIPO XML Standards.

Rospatent requested to post Mapforce files as well as XSLT files to customize them for IPOs' implementation of schema.  TF Leader said the IB will post the files for TF members' convenience but will not be formed as a part of Annex VI.
Revision of ST.96 Annex II:  IP Data Dictionary

The TF leader reported the work related to Annex II that the IB has made.  He mentioned that the IB will prepare a PFR for the revision of Annex II in collaboration with the USPTO in order to simplify it.
Revision of ST.96 Annex III:  XML Schemas

Participants noted the comments and proposals posted by the following TF members on the ST96 XMLSchema V1_0_D6:  Rospatent, JPO and CIPO.  Due to the time constraints, the IB invited TF members to provide comments via the Wiki page of D6.

The TF leader underlined the importance of deciding items to be included in the next version of ST.96 XML Schema, V2_0 in order to finalize the version 2.0 at the next TF meeting.  He reminded participants of the following items that were discussed:

· Patent Document to support

· Patent Application Publication

· Patent Grant Publication

· Search Report (could be separated)

· Publication Contact Address

· Written Opinion

· Patent Transaction or Common Transaction

· Payment (Madrid, PCT, Hague)

· PCT Related Forms

He proposed to continue discussion on the list via Wiki and conclude as soon as possible to prepare corresponding draft schemas.
Next meeting of the XML4IP Task Force in London

Considering responses to the survey, it was agreed that the XML4IP Task Force meeting will take place in London from 10 to 14 November 2014.  GB, as host office, requested all participating offices to provide the number of their representatives.
