1. Purpose of the application

This application form is for individuals seeking financial support from the WIPO Voluntary Fund for Accredited Indigenous and Local Communities (“the Fund”) to participate in the 54th session of the Intergovernmental Committee on Intellectual Property and Genetic resources, Traditional Knowledge and Folklore (“the IGC”).

Completed applications by eligible applicants will be submitted by the WIPO Secretariat to the Advisory Board of the Fund for its consideration and adoption of a recommendation. 

2. Eligibility

Applicants must:

· be nominated by a non-governmental organization that is accredited either as an observer to WIPO, or as an observer to the IGC[footnoteRef:1], and represent Indigenous or local communities or other customary holders or custodians of traditional knowledge or traditional cultural expressions; and [1:  Decisions on accreditation as an observer to the IGC are made by WIPO Member States at the beginning of each IGC session.  Non-governmental organizations seeking accreditation as observers to the IGC should complete the relevant application form available at:  http://www.wipo.int/tk/en/igc/participation.html.  Completed application forms should be submitted to the WIPO Secretariat at least two months prior to an IGC session, preferably by email to grtkf@wipo.int. Non-governmental organizations may also apply for accreditation as observers to WIPO.  Please contact the WIPO Secretariat for further information.

Applicants who are nominated by organizations that are not accredited at the time of submission will not be considered.

Part C

The applicant’s résumé or curriculum vitae (CV), highlighting relevant experience and activities related to the work of the IGC.

Applicants who have previously received funding are invited to submit a brief report on their participation in the most recent session for which funding was received.
